Course Summary

This programme of study has been designed to facilitate students in the development and
evidencing of the knowledge, skills and competencies required to work at an advanced level
within their own professional setting and role.

Students will be supported to develop a critical awareness of current problems and new
insights at the forefront of their professional practice. Students will examine care development
and delivery from their own professional standpoint and take account of how other disciplines
challenge and contribute to the quality of care delivery.

Course Delivery

The course is delivered at Ipswich. Students studying part-time on PgC Advancing Practice
are likely to have approximately 30 tutor structured learning hours per semester. Tutor
structured learning will be a mix of lectures, seminars and practical activity. Students will
normally be expected to undertake 10 hours of independent study in an average week, but
should be prepared for this to vary based on assignment deadlines and class exercises.

Course Assessment

A variety of assessments will be used on the course to enable students to experience and
adapt to different assessment styles. The assessment methods used will be appropriate to
assess each module’s intended learning outcomes.
